To prevent this, iet the player stand in its new surround-
ings for about an hour before switching it on, or make
sure that the room temperature rises gradually.

The same symptoms of condensation may be caused dur-
ing summer, i the player is exposed to the breeze from an
air conditicner. in such cases change the location of the
player.

CLV
discs are encoded with time numbers which correspond to
the eiapsed play time from the beginning of the disc.
